5.VAPID (adj.) : siR®

Pronunciation: va-puhd

Meaning: offering nothing that is stimulating or challenging.
Synonyms: insipid, uninspired, tepid
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Antonyms: amazing, astonishing, astounding
Sentence: The vapid conversation bored her.

6.BOULEVARD (noun) : #ATeT

Pronunciation: boo.luh.vaad

Meaning: a wide street in a town or city, typically one lined with trees.
