Sentence: Because your actions contravene school policy, you’re being suspended for ten
days.

Pronunciation: nowetuhebiluhetee

Meaning: the fact or quality of being notable.

Synonyms: noteworthiness, momentousness, memorability

Antonyms: nobody, noncelebrity, mediocrity
