Choudhary. Before becoming 

CM, he served as the Deputy 

Chief Minister and the President 

of the Bihar BJP state unit. His 

political career began in 1999, 

and he has previously held 

ministerial portfolios in RJD and 

JD(U) led governments. 

• Strategic Social 

Representation: A prominent 

OBC leader from the Kushwaha 

(Koeri) community, his elevation 

is seen as a strategic move to 

consolidate the "Luv-Kush" 

(Kurmi-Koeri) vote bank. He was 

unanimously elected as the 

leader of the NDA Legislative 

Party before taking his oath at 

the Raj Bhavan.

led RFK on the first ascent of 

Mount Kennedy in Canada
