2.SUBMISSIVE (adj.): frm

Sentence: Most doctors want their patients to be submissive.

7.FOLLY (noun): sear

Pronunciation: faw-lee

Meaning: lack of good sense; foolishness.

8.ELATION (noun): scare

Pronunciation: uh-lay-shn
